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Possible Next Steps...  

One student wrote, ñI bike and walk almost everywhere and where I live, on Old Baptist Rd, itôs not the safest 
place to ride a bike or walk.  There is only the road and no space on the sides of the road to walk and bike.ò 
 
Students generally feel that there are a lot of public spaces in NK, but that they are not accessible.  Also, a 
number of students thought that a community or teen center would be a good destination to add to NK.  Other 
comments included: 
 
¶ Public spaces increase social life and support active lifestyles. 
¶ There are a large number of public spaces in NK (i.e. Libraries, coffee shops, water access, and parks). 
¶ Places like Wickford are nice to walk around and enjoy the stores. 
¶ No paths or transportation to get to places safely. 
¶ Costs money to keep up the spaces. 
¶ There are not too many public spaces along the bay which is part of the natural beauty of NK. 
¶ Allow people to have safe places to play and hang out. 
¶ No real activities in town for teens 

 
Possible Solutions discussed:  
 
¶ Old basketball courts at McGinn turn into skateboard park 
¶ Teen Center established 
¶ Trolley throughout community 
¶ Indoor sports complex 
¶ Intramural Activities 
¶ Expand Beach amenities
