Establishments with a food license are able to provide pick-up, drive-thru and delivery 
only at this time.

Senior Center:  While the North Kingstown Senior Center operations are closed, we 
encourage our Seniors to call our � ĥot line�_ should you need assistance for food, 
pharmacy, prescriptions or any items deemed necessary.  We are here to help.  Anyone 
needing services should call Caroline Tudino, Social Service Coordinator or Marie 
Marcotte, Senior Center Director at 401-268-1579, Monday �t Friday, 8:30am �t 4:00pm.

Recreation:  All Recreational Programs are currently postponed.  We will provide 
rescheduled updates once that information is coordinated and becomes available.  To 
minimize potential exposure and spread, we have closed all local Playgrounds.  All parks 
and outdoor facilities will remain open and accessible to the public.  At this time, we 
encourage you to utilize our parks for walks, hikes, bike rides where applicable while 
limiting social interaction and maintaining appropriate spacing.  All outdoor parks & field
preparation and cleanup continue at this time.  Please call our Recreation Department 
at 401-268-1540 if we can be of any assistance.
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School Department:  Our thanks to the leadership of the North Kingstown School 
Department as they have addressed the challenges associated with this situation with 
excellence.  In conformance with the Governor�[s announcement, the North Kingstown 
School Department will be in session and will conduct school for all students via 
Distance Learning for the period of Monday, March 23 through Friday, April 3.  These 
days of Distance Learning do count towards students�[ mandatory 180 days of school.

In addition, the School Department is offering free Lunch and Breakfast to anyone 1 �t 18
years of age.  They will be at Wilson Park from 11am �t 12pm and McGinn Park from 
12:15 �t 1:15pm, Monday through Friday.

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State / Federal Information:

Symptoms      The CDC has advised that reported illnesses have ranged from mild 
symptoms to severe illness and even death for confirmed COVID-19 cases, and that the 
symptoms commonly appear 2-14 days after exposure. The CDC and RIDOH advise that 
common symptoms include fever, cough, and shortness of breath. RIDOH has advised 
that people who think they have COVID-19 should call their healthcare provider and 
should not go directly to a healthcare facility without first calling a healthcare provider 
(unless they are experiencing a medical emergency). The CDC and RIDOH have advised 
that older people and people of any age with severe underlying health conditions or 
have a compromised immune system seem to be at higher risk of developing serious 
COVID-19 illness. RIDOH reminds the public that there are many respiratory illnesses 
circulating in Rhode Island, such as the flu and the common cold, and that while 
members of the public should remain vigilant regarding COVID-19, having respiratory 
symptoms does not mean that you have COVID-19.
